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CLIMBING STEPS - Assembly Instructions

1. Place the left (L) step side rail on a flat work surface. Insert one 2" x 6" x 21" top step into the top hole.
Note: This hole does not go completely through the side rail.

2. Insert three 2" x 6" x 232" standard steps into the remaining holes until they are flush with the outside
of the side rail. (Fig. 1)

3. Insert the right (R) step side rail on top of the
existing boards until the standard boards
are flush with the outside of the
side rail. (Fig. 2)

4. Position the Climbing Steps Assembly into the 211%"
opening of your play deck so that the top surface of
the top step is 12" from the top surface of your play
deck (48" from the ground). Secure the Climbing Step
Assembly to the play deck using three #14 x 1%4" pan
head screws on each side as shown. (Fig. 3)
